What is it like to live in mixed
woodland?

Sunlight exposure

Open canopy of tall gum trees filters
some light.

Soil
Covered by thick layer of leaf litter.
Surface sand layers are porous, but there

is @ massive fresh water table held inside
the island.

Many plants support ‘mycorrhizal’ fungi
that help them strip the nutrients from
sand. New beach sand is yellowish; older
layers of sand are white, showing that the
nutrients have been extracted.

Stability

Plants & leaf litter protect soil from water
and wind erosion.

Shelter

Trees provide homes in hollows, under
bark

Forest floor is covered with leaf litter that
gives food and cover to many insects

Soft soil is easy to burrow in.

Water

The water table is close to the surface,
but the texture of the soil causes water to
quickly drain down to it rather than
remaining in the topsoil

Variations in water table depth influence
where plants grow.

Salinity
Not a problem in this environment.
